Week 19 Day 1

Readings. Mark 6:30-44; 1 Corinthians 6:12-20; Psalm:1620; Proverbs 22:1-7; 1 Samuel 3-4.

FocusVerse: "For you were bought at a price; therefore glo@fod in your body and in your spirit, which ared®0" (1
Corinthians 6:20)

Key Concept: Your Body is God's Temple (1 Corinthians 6:19-2 offering practical directions about living aanctified
people, Paul reminds us of some things about datigaship with God. Just as the temple of the Tddtament represented
God's presence among Israel (cf. Ezekiel 1; 811043; 48), so now Christians enjoy God's relatiop with them. Our
temples (bodies) are not truly ours, but shouldéeoted to the One who dwells in us. God paidigrand rightly expects us
to glorify Him with all of our being. His presenaiows no room for sin in our lives.

Action: Glorify God today, remembering that He bougbi.y

Week 19 Day 2

Readings. Mark 6:45-56; 1 Corinthians 7:1-9; Psalm 10934 ; Proverbs 27:8-14; 1 Samuel 5-7.
FocusVerse:  "A prudent man foresees evil and hides himskedf;simple pass on and are punished." (Proverii2p7

Key Concept:  Dagon vs. Jehovah (1 Samuel 5). The Phisistohefeated Israel in battle and stole the ArlhefGovenant--
the most precious piece of furniture in Israel.inkmg that they had defeated Israel's God, thaggd His mercy seat next to
their god, Dagon.

Week 19 Day 4

FocusVerse:  "Only fear the Lord, and serve Him in truthtlwall your heart; for consider what great thingsthés done for
you." (1 Samuel 12:24)

Key Concept:  Great Things He Has Done (1 Samuel 12). Ag ®as crowned Israel's first king, Samuel madgang
appeal for the fidelity of the nation. There wadamger that they would imitate surrounding nationsiore than their style of
government. Samuel reminded them of God's gresepand providence. If we will dwell on the sarhengs, we will find it
easier to serve the Lord faithfully.

Week 19 Day 6

FocusVerse:  "He who covers his sins will not prosper, noever confesses and forsakes them will haveyrerc
(Proverbs 28:13)

Key Concept:  Obedience is Better than Apology (1 Samue2223). Saul failed again this time by not fullyaying all

of God's instructions. He looked for a way toifyshis action, and offered to make a sacrificeod@xpected sacrifices when
people sinned, but He really wanted them to avimichkogether. When we sin, we should humbly agiale, and should work
diligently to avoid repeated sin.

Action:  Apologize for your sins, and work not to reptsm!

Week 19 Day 7

Readings. Mark 8:1-10; 1 Corinthians 8; Psalm 114; Prbge28:15-21; 1 Samuel 17.

FocusVerse:  "He who tills his land will have plenty of biebabut he who follows frivolity will have povertyneugh!”
(Proverbs 28:19)
